New Scott catalogue to be given away at Expo
To encourage collectors to learn about the advantages of membership in one of the 

nation’s largest regional philatelic societies, the Texas Philatelic Association (TPA) is 
giving away a new Scott catalogue during the 2008 Mid-Cities Stamp Expo.

The TPA is best known for publishing The Texas Philatelist, which has been trans-
formed during the past few years into a full-color, 48-page bimonthly journal featuring 
articles of regional interest and reports on philatelic activities in the Lone Star State.

Members also participate in semi-annual auctions of  better quality philatelic mate-
rial, receive free access to Oklahoma Philatelic Society sale circuits, and may elect to 
be listed in a membership directory.

The group, founded in 1896, has an extensive website on the Internet, www.texas-
philatelic.org, and also holds an annual convention during the TEXPEX stamp show, 
which will be combined with the 2009APS AmeriStamp Expo, to be held February 
20-22 in Arlington, Texas.
