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      Owney was a terrier mix who appeared at the Albany, New York Post Office one day in 1888.  Owney liked to ride along with the mailbags in wagons and later on Railway Postal Cars. He would let only postal clerks have access to the mailbags.  Owney traveled across the US many times, including stops in Canada. He also once took an around-the-world cruise. He came to Fort Worth in 1892.  Postal Clerks would attach dog tags to his collar certifying his visit to their post office.  Many of the tags are now on display at the National Postal Museum in Washington D.C.. Owney died in July 1897 while visiting Toledo, Ohio.  To see Owney’s travels, go to www.postalmuseum.si.edu/owney/.The Owney augmented-reality experience comes "to life" when the Owney the Dog postage stamp is viewed via a free iPhone app available from the Apple iTunes Store or the museum's special webcam page (www.postalmuseum.si.edu/owneyapp). A multidimensional virtual Owney appears above the stamp. Owney barks, trots, sits and listens to postal train whistles in full 3-D. When the stamp is moved closer to the camera, details of Owney's collar and some of the tags he received from his many travels can be seen. When viewed from a slight distance, the stamp can be moved around to see Owney from any side or angle.

Frame 34  “16 pages from 16 collectors” by GRANBURY CLUB ENTRIES.  Various Collecting interests of the members of the Lake Granbury Club. (Non-Competitive)
